Graphing Data in Google Sheets
Note: In the picture examples below, time is used as the x-variable and position is used as the y-variable. You should use the correct x and y variables for your assignment!
1. Open Google Sheets.
2. Click the green “+” under Start a new spreadsheet.
3. Click in cell A1 and label your x-value data column with the appropriate independent variable.
4. Click in cell B1 and label your y-value data column with the appropriate dependent variable.
5. Starting with cell A2, enter the x-values from your data table vertically down the column.

6. Starting with cell B2, enter the y-values from your data table vertically down the column.
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Click on the A1 cell and drag the cursor over all of the cells containing information to highlight them blue.
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8. Go to Insert – Chart…

9. Click on the tab labeled “Chart types”.
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Check to see that “Use row 1 as headers” is the only option selected.

11. Scroll down through the various chart types and select the first “Scatter” plot picture.
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12. Click on the tab labeled “Customization”
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13. Enter a title using this format:

Title: The dependence of [insert y variable here] on [insert x variable here] by [insert your names here]
14. Scroll down to “Axis”. Enter the horizontal (x) axis information using this format: 

 Title: x variable (units)
15. Click the drop down box next to Axis and choose Left vertical (y) axis. Enter the vertical (y) axis information using this format: 
Title: y variable (units)
16. Click the blue Insert button at the bottom left of the box.
17. You have made a graph! Feel free to play around with formatting if you would like.

18. IF NECESSARY (check with your teacher): Click on the upper-left white portion of the graph so that black boxes appear in the corners and go to File – Print… to print a copy of the graph.
Adding text boxes to your graph (if needed for labeling different parts of your graph)

19. Go to Insert – Drawing… 
20. Click on the Text Box option 



21. Draw a text box, type your text, and click Save & Close.

22. Drag your text box wherever you need it.
